Teker 1.

The key characteristic of the British electoral system is not how many votes does a political party accumulate, but by how much
it is ahead of the other parties, particularly in seats held with majorities of less than 10% of the vote, known as marginal
constituencies. The outcome of a general election is actually decided in these seats, and political parties concentrate their efforts
in retaining their own marginals, and capturing those held by their opponents.

The British practice the plurality electoral system, also called “first-past-the-post” or “winner-take-all” systems, plurality
systems simply award a seat to the individual candidate who receives the most votes in an election. The candidate need not get a
majority (50%) of the vote to win; so long as he has a larger number of votes than all other candidates, he is declared the winner.
Plurality systems normally depend on single-member constituencies, and allow voters to indicate only one vote on their ballot
(by pulling a single lever, punching a hole in the ballot, making an X, etc.)

Although Labour, the Conservatives and the Liberal Democrats contest all (or nearly all) constituencies in Great Britain proper,
with the SNP and PC fielding candidates for all seats in their respective countries as well, the vast majority of seats in the House
of Commons are safe constituencies, usually won by the same party in every election with majorities of 15%-20% of the vote or
more.

Plurality voting works to the advantage of the larger parties, and in most circumstances the winning party in particular, which is
usually over-represented at the expense of third parties, and often at the expense of its major challenger as well. Nonetheless,
under first-past-the-post a major party may win more seats than its main competitor despite receiving fewer votes than the latter,
as was the case of the British elections of 1929 and February 1974 (when Labour won more seats but fewer votes than the
Conservatives) as well as 1951 (when the Conservatives won an overall majority despite having received fewer votes than
Labour). However, the system usually amplifies the majority attained by the winning party: in all but one general election since
the end of World War II (February 1974), a single party emerged with a clear legislative majority, and was able to subsequently
form a government.

Each federal elected office has different requirements, laid out in Articles I and II of the U.S. Constitution. A candidate for
president, for example, must be a natural-born citizen of the United States, at least 35 years old, and a resident of the United
States for at least 14 years. A vice president must meet the same qualifications. Under the Twelfth Amendment to the U.S.
Constitution, the vice president cannot be from the same state as the president.

Candidates for the U.S. House of Representatives must be at least 25 years old, have been U.S. citizens for seven years, and be
legal residents of the state they seek to represent in Congress. U.S. Senate candidates must be at least 30, have been a U.S. citizen
for nine vears and he leoal residents of the state thev wish to renresent Those seekino state or local office must meet




The Twenty-Second Amendment to the U.S. Constitution, ratified in 1951, prohibits anyone from being elected president of the
United States more than twice. However, the Constitution does not impose any term limits on representatives and senators in
Congress, although various political groups over the years have lobbied for such limits. The term limits, if any, applied to state
and local officials are spelled out in state constitutions and local ordinances.

Texkcr 3.

A central principle of ecology is that each living organism has an ongoing and continual relationship with every other element
that makes up its environment. The sum total of interacting living organisms (the biocoenosis) and their non-living environment
(the biotope) in an area is termed an ecosystem. Studies of ecosystems usually focus on the movement of energy and matter
through the system.

Almost all ecosystems run on energy captured from the sun by primary producers via photosynthesis. This energy then flows
through the food chains to primary consumers (herbivores who eat and digest the plants), and on to secondary and tertiary
consumers (either carnivores or omnivores). Energy is lost to living organisms when it is used by the organisms to do work, or is
lost as waste heat.

Matter is incorporated into living organisms by the primary producers. Photosynthetic plants fix carbon from carbon dioxide and
nitrogen from atmospheric nitrogen or nitrates present in the soil to produce amino acids. Much of the carbon and nitrogen
contained in ecosystems is created by such plants, and is then consumed by secondary and tertiary consumers and incorporated
into themselves. Nutrients are usually returned to the ecosystem via decomposition. The entire movement of chemicals in an
ecosystem is termed a biogeochemical cycle, and includes the carbon and nitrogen cycle.

Ecosystems of any size can be studied; for example, a rock and the plant life growing on it might be considered an ecosystem.
This rock might be within a plain, with many such rocks, small grass, and grazing animals -- also an ecosystem. This plain might
be in the tundra, which is also an ecosystem (although once they are of this size, they are generally termed ecozones or biomes).
In fact, the entire terrestrial surface of the earth, all the matter which composes it, the air that is directly above it, and all the living
organisms living within it can be considered as one, large ecosystem.

TexkcT 4.

The earliest precursor of pollution generated by life forms would have been a natural function of their existence. The attendant
consequences on viability and population levels fell within the sphere of natural selection. These would have included the demise
of a population locally or ultimately, species extinction. Processes that were untenable would have resulted in a new balance
brought about by changes and adaptations. At the extremes, for any form of life, consideration of pollution is superseded by that
of survival.

For mankind, the factor of technology is a distinguishing and critical consideration, both as an enabler and an additional source of]
byproducts. Short of survival, human concerns include the range from quality of life to health hazards. Since science holds
experimental demonstration to be definitive, modern treatment of toxicity or environmental harm involves defining a level at
which an effect is observable. Common examples of fields where practical measurement is crucial include automobile emissions
control, industrial exposure (eg. Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) PELs), toxicology (eg. LD50), and
medicine (eg. medication and radiation doses).

“The solution to pollution is dilution,” is a dictum which summarizes a traditional approach to pollution management whereby
sufficiently diluted pollution is not harmful. It is well-suited to some other modern, locally-scoped applications such as
laboratory safety procedure and hazardous material release emergency management. But it assumes that the dilutant is in
virtually unlimited supply for the application or that resulting dilutions are acceptable in all cases
